Coverage  
The following expenses may be covered if they are a result of the crime: 
ü Funeral and burial expenses 
ü Medical and dental bills 
ü Mental Health counseling expenses 
ü Child care and household services  
ü Loss of wages 
ü Crime scene cleanup 
ü Financial support for dependents of a homicide victim 

Eligibility 
Crimes covered by the program include: homicide, assault, child abuse, sexual assault, robbery, 
kidnapping, domestic abuse, stalking, criminal vehicular operation and drunk driving. The incident must 
be a crime involving an injury or death.  
 
The In order to qualify for financial assistance under this program, a claim form must be sent to the 
Crime Victims Reparations Board within 3 years of the crime and the victim must have reported the 
crime to the police within 30 days (some exceptions apply). The victim must cooperate fully with the 
investigation and prosecution of the case. The victim cannot have been committing a crime or 
misconduct that is connected to the incident. 
 
Emergency Fund 
Emergency grant money is available to victims through local programs for expenses such as 
transportation to medical and court facilities, home security devices, essential personal property and 
crime scene clean up.
