Scholarships were awarded to 13 American Indian providers/programs for the Communities Collaborative 

Brain Development Conference that will be held in Mahnomen on August 9 & 10, 2006.  Awards were made to 

1 family child care provider,  3 child care centers, 1 Early Childhood Program and 1 organization in the areas 

of the Mille Lacs Reservation (Region 7E), the Leech Lake Reservation (Leech Lake Region), the White Earth 

Reservation (Region 2 & 4), Sterns County (Region 7W) and Hennepin County (Region 11).   

 

A new grant round will open in September to give American Indian child care providers and programs the  

opportunity to apply for grants in the categories of Child Care Services, Infant/Toddler and School Age 

Care.

Curriculum Work Group:  We are nearing the end of the Planning Phase of this project.  A very dy-

namic group of individuals have been meeting to develop a plan that will look at ways to    deliver 

culturally relevant curriculum to the American Indian communities throughout Minnesota.

MnTRECC Retreat  

Our Annual Retreat was a huge success with approximately 50 people in attendance.  We    

coordinated our training this year in partnership with the Administration for Children and 

Families (ACF) Region V offices in Chicago.  ACF offers training to Tribal Child Care Programs 

who receive Child Care Development Funding (CCDF) from the National Child Care Bureau.  In 

partnering with ACF Region V, we were able to invite not only Tribal Early Childhood Program 

professionals, but also non-tribal early childhood professionals who work within the same  

service areas.  We were very pleased to be able to provide this opportunity for programs to 

build or expand their relationships with each other. 



Another successful partnership we were involved in was with the Early Childhood Resource & Training  

Center (ECRTC).  Plans were made to hold a forum that would bring the American Indian, African American 

and Immigrant/Refugee communities together to share stories of their traditions, values, struggles and 

accomplishments.  This two-day forum took place at the Hubert H. Humphrey Institute in Minneapolis with 

approximately 150 participants.
