The MnTRECC Grants Advisory Committee met on
December 3, 2004 to determine recipients for the
grants program. Awards were given in the categories
of Child Care Services, Infant/Toddler Care and
School Age Care. Awards were made to five (5) Family
Child Care Providers and one (1) Child Care Center.
Training Plans are due to be submitted to the office
by January 14, 2005. Training must be completed and
expenditures made by April 30, 2005.

Start-Up Grants are still available on an on-going basis
through April 30, 2005. To be eligible for family child
care start-up grants through MnTRECC, the provider
must be listed in NACCRRAware as Native American,
must be licensed by a Tribal Government or must be an
enrolled member of a federally recognized Tribe. To
be eligible for center-based grants, the program must
be funded by a Tribal Government, licensed by a Tribal
Government or provide services predominantly for
Native American children.

Family, Friends and Neighbors : Grant applications
will be available for distribution on January 3, 2005.
These grants are for Native American caregivers
who are not licensed and caring for children in their
home . Applicant must be an enrolled member of a
Federally Recognized Tribe. All applicants for the
Family, Friends and Neighbors (FFN) grants will be
applying for an Incentive Package that will include a
First Aid Kit and a $100 Gift Certificate from
Discount School Supply.

Grant applications for FFN are available from
January 3, 2005 through February 25, 2005. All
applicants must verify that they have received
training in CPR, First Aid, SIDS or another health
& safety related training. Once verification of is
confirmed, Incentive Packages will be distributed.
